Pont-De-Nieppe Communal Cemetery was used by British Field Ambulances and
fighting units from October, 1914 to March, 1918; by German troops during the
summer of 1918; and by British troops again in September-November, 1918. The 46
German graves have been removed to the German Cemetery adjoining it on the
North-West side. There are now over 100, 1914-18 and a small number of 193845
war casualties commemorated in this site.
