The cemetery is located to the north west of the town of leper near a village:called..
Elverdinge, this is on the N8 road between leper and Veurne, 3 kilometres from. leper.
Driving into the village from leper go to the traffic lights-and turn right, this street is
called Steenstraat, and after 50 metres follow the street to the right, called
Boezingsestraat. The cemetery is.500 metres along this street on the left hand side.

Bleuet Farm was a Dressing Station during the Flanders Offensive, 1917. The
Cemetery, in a corner of the farm, was in use from June to December 1917, though a
few of the graves in Plot li are of later date. Two of the graves were moved after the
Armistice from isolated positions close by. There are now over 400, 1914-18 and a
small number of 1939-45 war casualties.commemorated in this site. The cemetery
